ittle Compton is bistoric gem

Little Compton is one of many little jewels in Rhode Island’s plethora of
coastline treasures, located about 25 miles from Providence and nestled
into Mount Hope Bay at the north end of Newport Harbor. Visitors feel as
though they’ve traveled back in time to a small colonial village that is home to
numerous historic sites.

Settled in 1675 and incorporated as part of Plymouth Colony, Massachusetts
in 1682, Little Compton was transferred to Rhode Island in 1746, along with
the towns of Cumberland, Barrington, Bristol and Tiverton. Its earliest settlers
forged an alliance with the local Sakonnet Indians to defend the community
against the marauding Sachem
chief, King Phillip, and again
years later against the British
during their occupation of
Newport Harbor. Visitors still
gather at the Sakonnet Wharf
where they can watch the daily
departure of the fishing fleet, and
where tourists can charter deep
sea fishing excursions.

Despite the struggles of its

early years, the town thrived and

fishing industry. It was in Little Compton that the famous Rhode Island
Red rooster (the state bird) was bred.

A day trip the this historic village offers travelers a clear view into
America’s colonial past. Gray’s store, located at 4 Main Street in
Adamsville, was built in 1788
by Samuel Church and in one
of the oldest continuously
operating stores in the country.
The Village of Adamsville also
contains the town’s original
post office, original soda foun-
tain, candy and tobacco cases
and the first ice chest created
in the New World.

A stroll through the town’s

Farms and rambling stonewalls are abundant
throughout the Little Compton area.

Common Burial Grounds
reveals the extent of America’s
history, including a monument to Elizabeth Pabodie, the first white girl
born in New England and the daughter of Pilgrims John and Priscilla
Alden. A short ride up West Main Street (Route 77) is the Sakonnet
Vineyards where there are wine tastings, and chartered or self-guided
audio/visual tours year-round. Tourists also enjoy visiting some of the
country’s oldest historic buildings, including the Wilbor House and Barn

and the original Quaker Meeting House.
